According to Hindu culture, the concept of Devi, goddess, which treats females also as divinely as the male gods, or Devas. Devi exists with many forms and powers.People worshipped Goddess Lakshami as the power of wealth. To get the power of knowledge, People worshipped Goddess Saraswati. And for Shakti or Durga is worshipped as the power to be invoked in war. Maya is also given as the power  of illusion to a female identity. Women becomes presidents or prime ministers in South Asian countries. There are many dozens of religious and social female leaders in India. With modernisation and liberalisation, women are able to get sole responsibility to run home. They are now over- loaded to earn money also.
